	Points of discussion


1.
Minutes of last meeting and matters arising
1.1
The minutes were approved by the group.
1.2
Vicky Washington briefly updated the group on Project Ocean, which is currently working with neighbourhood police teams to map the number and level of statutory engagement of London’s supplementary schools. Vicky explained that, once mapping is completed (likely to be towards the end of August), the next steps for the project would be to develop training strategies to help LSCBs address the issues identified.
ACTION: Vicky Washington to attend LSCB Development Officers meeting in September.
2.
Pan-London Safeguarding Children Culture and Faith Project 2010/11
2.1
Christine Christie briefly updated the group on the projects to be funded through the Board’s £125k Migration Impact Fund grant, much of which would be used to support local work with faith and community groups. Please see the attached project specification for further details.

3.
Olympics update

3.1
Mike Scott updated on the work of the London Board’s Olympics subgroup which was focusing on developing solutions to key safeguarding issues and responses. This included a rapid response team for the Olympic village, comprising a team of social workers available round the clock for the duration of the Olympics and Paralympics. Olympics LSCBs were currently costing this work and considering issues around funding and developing joint teams with other LSCBs.

3.2
Another issue related to accreditation of people entering the athletes’ village given the high number of young people expected to compete at the Games. The Met Police would be carefully monitoring this alongside LSCBs. Discussion also focused on processes around assessing and supporting age-disputed children.
3.3
The subgroup had established links with City Operations (London) in order to push safeguarding higher up the agenda of delivery agencies. It had also linked with the GLA/ Equality and Human Rights Commission Human Trafficking in relation to the 2012 Games network. Joint workstreams were being developed.

3.4
A working group of the Olympics subgroup was meeting on 27th July with the task of planning and taking forward development of the rapid response model and other activities.
3.5
Mike Scott offered to update via a standing agenda item and take issues back to the Olympics group as they arose. Papers from Olympics meetings and research are available via: www.londonscb,go.uk/olympics

Forced marriage

4.1
Ian Dean highlighted the Forced Marriage Unit’s multi-agency guidance and e-learning tools, which are available to download with a host of other tools at http://www.fco.gov.uk/en/travel-and-living-abroad/when-things-go-wrong/forced-marriage.

The group were keen to ensure that London LSCBs were aware of these tools, and Ian Dean agreed to make the details available via the London Board website.

Vicky Washington reported that the Met Police Partnership Team will be working with the Safer Airports teams and BAA on a campaign to prevent girls being taken abroad to undergo FGM or forced marriage during the summer holidays.
5.
CCPAS ‘safe and secure’ DVD
5.1
David Pearson introduced a 20 minute summary presentation of CCPAS’s new ‘safe and sound’ dvd, which has been produced with DfE funding and uses a docu-drama approach to present the ten CCPAS faith group principles of safeguarding in a total of 16 languages.

5.2
The group agreed that the dvd should be extremely effective in delivering difficult messages to diverse groups, and recommended that each LSCB be sent a copy to consider whether this is something that they could make good use of locally.
