	Points of discussion


1.
Welcome and introductions

1.1
Kay Bell introduced herself to the group and reported that, alongside Kathy Bundred and Vivien Lines, she had now started in the new role of Regional Safeguarding Adviser for the London Safeguarding Children Board. The aim of this new two year project was to improve the safety of children in London by strengthening partnership arrangements across the capital as well as to offer advice and support to individual London boroughs on safeguarding as needed.
2.
Minutes of last meeting and matters arising
2.1
The minutes and terms of reference were approved by the group.
2.2
The group proposed that an update on work to build safeguarding into the planning for the 2012 Olympics be a standing agenda item, and asked that forced marriage be tabled for discussion in July.


ACTION: Olympics to be kept as a standing agenda item.

ACTION: Forced marriage to be on the agenda for discussion in July.
3.
Migration Impact Fund
3.1
Christine Christie (CC) outlined the projects to be funded through the London Board’s successful bid to the Migration Fund, the headlines of which were to develop the following:
· London LSCBs Minority Ethnic Communities and Faith Groups Network
· LSCB Safeguarding BME Children Strategy Toolkit
· Learning sets for elected members / chief executives / Directors of Children’s Services
· Companion guidance to the London Procedures
· Leaflets and training toolkit

3.2
The group discussed these initiatives, and agreed with the broad aims behind the work. However, the group were keen that the projects feed into existing work wherever possible, and don’t duplicate anything that is already underway. CC agreed that LSCBs would need to be involved in this project at an early stage to ensure best use of the limited resources available. 

3.3
CC proposed that a small working group of LSCB representatives and volunteers from this group be established to lead the development of this work, formulate more detailed proposals and report back to the group in July. Mor Dioum, Jane Dykins and Justin Bahunga volunteered to join this working group.


ACTION: CC to contact London LSCBs for volunteers to contribute to this work


ACTION: CC to report back on the working group’s progress in July.
4.
Roundtable updates
4.1
Shirley Maginley reported that NSPCC held a successful roundtable event in April, looking at engaging effectively with the Muslim community, and were now forming an advisory group to take the work forward.

4.2
David Pearson reported that CCPAS have produced a safeguarding DVD, primarily aimed at UK places of worship and faith groups, translated into 16 languages and part funded by the DCSF. CCPAS have prepared a 20 minute summary of the full 50 minute presentation, which the group were interested in seeing.


ACTION: CCPAS Safe and Secure DVD to be added to the July agenda.

4.3
John Carroll updated the group on Project Ocean, which is currently working with neighbourhood police teams to map and engage with all London’s supplementary schools. John was keen to keep the London Board involved in this work, a proposal which was accepted by the group.

ACTION: John Carroll to be invited to future meetings for further updates on Project Ocean.
