London Regional Safeguarding Advisers (LRSA)
3.1
Vivien Lines presented the advisers’ proposed work plan, which areas they were focussing on and details on the process for working with boroughs on behalf of the London Safeguarding Children Board (LSCB).  The first steering group meeting took place on 19 April, where the work plan was discussed with criteria set out on how boroughs could approach the advisers for assistance.  The following issues were raised:-

· How do boroughs balance priorities?

The group were informed that this depended on how urgent the issues were and if they had wider implications.  
ACTION: Steering Group to look at level of priorities for support requests.
· The group suggested that the advisers should link in with social work training colleges.

London Serious Youth Violence Board (LSYVB)
4.1
Michael O’Conner of LB Westminster came back to the Board with a request from the LSYVB for the London SCB to accept the challenge of progressing recommendations from their safeguarding workstream. The following issues were raised:-

· The Board asked if there was any work undertaken by the advisers that could be similar,  what the implications would be and how the work could be taken forward 

· There were concerns that limited progress had been made by LSYVB, and work was now being passed on to the London SCB with no resources and funding available
· Members felt that there was a need to link in with Time for Action and the London Children and Young People Partnership 

· There was agreement that the London SCB should work together with LSYVB until they’re formal dissolution in December.
ACTION: KB to consider how best to take this work forward, and bring back recommendations to the next Board meeting

Process for revising the London Child Protection Procedures

ID presented a proposed timetable to the Board on the revising of the child protection procedures, with a publication date of April 2011. It was agreed that this timescale was too long and should be set back to January 2011.

· AG highlighted that funding for the Met Police’s joint-agency MACIE training would be ending shortly, and suggested a discussion on the potential for GOL to allocate some resources to this type of work. JH agreed to discuss this further outside of the meeting.
