1. Welcome and Introductions

The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.

2. Minutes from the last meeting and Matters Arising

The minutes of the last meeting, held on 22 April 2010, were agreed as correct.  

Ian Dean reported that the full revision of the London Child Protection Procedures had now been put on hold until after the publication of the Munro Report on Child Protection.  Instead, a refreshed version would be published in the next couple of months.

3. Presentation from ECPAT UK

Karen Sizeland, Training Manager for ECPAT UK (End Child Prostitution, Pornography and Trafficking) was welcomed to the meeting and gave a presentation which covered the work of the organisation, why children are trafficked, what happens when they are, and what training is available via the organisation.  Packs were distributed which contained a copy of the presentation, leaflets and a discussion paper.  Further information is available on the website:  www.ecpat.org.uk or from Karen via the e-mail training@ecpat.org.  Group members were encouraged to download the ECPAT logo and link onto their LSCB website. Karen was thanked by the Chair and invited to stay for the rest of the meeting.

ACTION:  Group members to contact Karen direct with any requests for training.

4. Update from VCS Engage

Sharon Long from VCS Engage was welcomed to the meeting.  She provided a brief update on the roll out of the Safe Network training and resources, particularly to faith groups and rural parishes.  Packs continue to be available free of charge for voluntary sector groups and could be given out by LSCBs to voluntary sector staff/volunteers attending LSCB training.  A one day training course on how to use the pack is available.  Sharon encouraged LSCBs to download the Safe Network logo onto their sites.  A number of resources and a helpline were available on the website.

Educare safeguarding elearning is available on line and free to voluntary groups.

A CD of training resources is available on working with BME groups.  This is free of charge for voluntary groups but has a cost of approx. £30 for the statutory sector.  This is available to order via the website.

5. Terms of Reference

The latest draft of the Terms of Reference for the Group had been circulated with the Agenda.  A discussion took place.  The following amendments were agreed:

· Reference in the first paragraph to “training” to be changed to “learning and development opportunities” in recognition of the different ways in which knowledge, skills and competencies can be transferred.

· Reference to Children’s Trusts to be added, to that it is clear that Trusts as well as LSCBs both have obligations.

· Needs to be made clear that LSCBs have a duty to enable and support training and not to deliver all training.

· Add objective that the Group will identify opportunities for collaboration.

· Add objective that Group members will feedback on local training and share good practice.

Action:  Chair to amend Terms of Reference and circulate for any final comments from Group members with a view to signing off as soon as possible.

6.  Update on the Review of Competence Matters

The Chair and Tom Owens had discussed this.  Comments had been received from Lesley Perry.  It was thought that a rewrite was required, rather than a refresh.  Ian Dean provided guidance on taking this forward and suggested that a small Working Group met two or three times, in a reasonably short space of time and drafted something that they were content with prior to circulation to the wider Group for comment.

Action:  Working Group to draft document and provide an update to the next meeting.  Volunteers to join the Group to contact the Chair. Timescale for completion of the rewrite is December 2010 (in time for the LSCB Annual Conference)
7. Safeguarding Courses

Introduction to Safeguarding (Level 1) Course had been signed off by the Board yesterday and would be linked to the website shortly.  Thanks were extended to Tom Owens and those that supported him in this work which represents the first significant achievement for the Group and was welcomed by the Board.  

A discussion around the use of elearning safeguarding modules took place and the possibility that budget restrictions may push more training in this direction.  The SCB remit of multi-agency training was re-iterated by Group members.  

It was agreed that work on a Safeguarding Level 2 (“Working Together”, Chapter 4, Group 3) should be put on hold until “Competence Matters” has been re-drafted and when the initial report of the Munro enquiry into Child Protection is published in September 2010.

Action:  Chair to place on Agenda for next meeting.

8.  ABE Update

Jo Clark attended the meeting on behalf of Ann Stuart.  She updated the Group with the new title for ABE training which is Specialist Child Witness Interview Course.  The Joint Investigation part of the training would remain the same.  

The Metropolitan Police are conducting a review of all training provided, including funding and materials, which would be concluded in August.  Until the results are known, new dates can’t be provided for 2011.  

The Chair reported that all existing dates between now and December 2010 would go ahead but most were full.  However, she was happy to take enquiries as sometimes there are cancellations.

Action:  Chair to put back on the agenda for the next meeting and ask Ann Stuart to provide an update.

9. Any Other Business

(a)  Jennifer Pearce informed the Group that Camden LSCB had made available limited places free of charge on the “Children and Young People Affected by Gang Activity” Training Course, due to run on 6 October 2010 at the London Irish Centre in Camden.  Applications to be made via www.cscb.org.uk (on line application form).  Applicants would need to state their agency and full contact information.  

(b) The Chair said that members of the Training Sub-Group did not get all papers circulated and that some only went to Development Officers.  

Action:  Ian Dean to merge the two distribution lists and re-circulate any important papers.

(c) Health were not represented in the Group.

Action:  Ian Dean to try to identify a health representative to attend.

(d) London Regional Safeguarding Advisers had visited most LAs with a view to collecting examples of good practice.  These would now need to be validated and disseminated.

Action:  Kay Bell   to present findings at the next meeting.

(e) “Childhood Experiences of Abuse” training material, jointly written by the Royal Holloway, was in Pilot stage.

Action:  Chair to write and invite a speaker on this to the next meeting.

(f) London Board Update had been circulated with the Agenda for information.
