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1. A child aged two years old has a slap mark on its bottom. It is believed that the mark occurred at a time when the only adults to come into contact with the child were it’s parents, both of whom deny causing the injury. 

2. A child aged 5 years is displaying unusual behaviour in the classroom, constantly rubbing their genital area. This behaviour has only recently been observed.


3. A child aged 13 years is living with parents whose marriage has recently come under pressure, leading to arguments. Last night the parents were pushing and shoving each other and one of them fell, causing a bruise to their knee. The child witnessed the incident but was not physically involved.


4. A child aged 11 years has an attendance record of 65% at school, although there are no other concerns about their well-being.


5. A child aged 11 years has an attendance record of 65% at school. On the occasions when she is in school she is often late and presents as dirty, unkempt and hungry. She suffers with eczema and chronic toothache, both of which have been untreated for some time. Parents refuse to discuss the issue.


6. A child has a disability and parents are finding it difficult to manage.



7. A child aged 15 is punched once by his father, causing a single bruise to his arm. The child had come home in a drunken state, refusing to inform his father where he had been and what he had been drinking. The child had become verbally aggressive in his manner when the father was insisting on being given the requested information. The child’s behaviour was out of character, as was his father’s anger and violence.
