· Whether increased collaboration could be said to have improved the safeguarding of children in the identified boroughs

· The nature and prevalence of four specific areas of child abuse: female genital mutilation (fgm), trafficking of children, abuse associated with beliefs in spirit possession, and abuse linked to honour violence.

The London Board is also inviting submission of any material related to the Project or not, which may contribute to analysis of the Project themes, both from the eight participating boroughs and from the other London LSCBs who are undertaking similar work.

The timeline for preparation and approval of the final report is included as Paper 10b.

The London Board, the boroughs, the DfES and the HO will need (through the Strategic Intelligence Group), to consider a media strategy for the release of the Project’s final report.

The participating boroughs are having to plan for the end of the Project. This is not uniform because the Community Partnership Advisers commenced work at different times during the year.
