The Mayor’s Children and Young People’s Strategy

The Strategy contains:

The Mayor will make the case for the London Child Protection Committee …….. to initiate and co-ordinate local authority data collection on the numbers of disabled children with the child protection system

The Mayor will establish a London wide forum of statutory and voluntary agencies to take a strategic approach to tackling commercial sexual exploitation and trafficking of children and young people in the capital.

The Mayor will make the case to government for the establishment of independent, multi-disciplinary, statutory child death review teams (CRDTs) modelled on the Arizona and New South Wales systems, which review and analyse all deaths of children under 18.

The LCPC is recommended to agree:

· To develop a scheme for data collection on the numbers of disabled children

· Support a forum that will take a strategic approach in tackling sexual exploitation

· Advise the Mayor of its proposals for the review of serious cases and deaths as part of its programme for improving child protection services in London.
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
