Faith Issues: The Committee agreed the formation of an LCPC Faith Issues Strategic Group to oversee the production of inter-agency practice guidance on Faith issues, to support faith issues awareness raising and to address issues such as forced marriages and to liaise closely with the Children’s Safeguards Unit.  

Action:  CC to arrange meeting of the LCPC Faith Issues Strategic Group.
Links with the GLA: The Committee noted that the LCPC Conference and the Sexual Exploitation of Children seminar will involve joint-work with the GLA.

LSCBS: The Committee will consider progress in London on the development of LSCBs at the July meeting.

Section 11 Guidance: The LCPC anticipates submitting a response to the consultation (submission date 24th June).

Lesiurewatch Initiative
The Committee supported the view that leisure services and facilities must have effective systems, procedures and staff training programmes in place, for safeguarding children. Training should form part of such programmes. 
Action:  MJ to draw the attention of the pan-London MAPPA, to the fact that Leisurewatch is being piloted in Bexley and to the need for similar schemes across London.

Community Partnership Officers: Phase II
The Committee recognised the progress the Met Police have made in linking with local communities through working closely with Community Partnership Officers in Phase I. The Committee agreed to fund Phase II of this work. The MPS contribution to LCPC for 2005/6 is committed and remains the same as for 2004/5.

Action: IA and CB to develop a Project Brief for Phase II, together with an ongoing project evaluation plan.
