1. Common Assessment Framework  

Roger Appleton presented a description of the Pilot of the Common Assessment Framework in Wandsworth, together with emerging findings from the Pilot.  The Chair thanked Roger for his report and presentation handouts.
2. Matters Arising
The notes to the January 2006 meeting were correct and actions from that meeting are all addressed in this meeting’s agenda.
3. Manager’s Report
The LCPC agreed the following points:
· The DfES published the national guidance Working Together to Safeguard Children in early April 2006. The LCPC can now progress revision of the London Child Protection Procedures, incorporating the national guidance, for final publication at the LCPC Conference in December 2006.
· On 29th March the London Supplementary Procedure Safeguarding Children Missing from Care & Home was launched for London-wide consultation.  
· The LCPC will launch consultation on a London Supplementary Procedure Safeguarding Children Abused through Domestic Violence, at the Child Protection & Domestic Violence Conference on 22nd June 2006.
· The LCPC is co-hosting the Child Protection & Domestic Violence Conference with the GLA, Barnardos, ALG and Women’s Aid on 22nd June 2006 at the British Library.
· The Health Service and Children’s Social Services response has been disappointing, to the survey of Treatment Services for London’s Children who are Sexually Abused. A report will be presented at the LCPC’s July meeting.
Action: CC to bring the report to the July meeting.
· The LCPC will co-host a half-day seminar on the Sexual Exploitation of London‘s Children on 14th June 2006 at the ALG, in partnership with the GLA and Barnardos. The seminar will launch the LCPC’s Safeguarding Children Abused through Sexual Exploitation, and the report of Barnardo’s two-year research study on delivering positive outcomes for sexually exploited children.
· The final Project report by Barnardos on a future strategy for London boroughs to support runaways in London will be published in July 2006.
Action: CC to circulate the report for the July meeting.
· LCPC’s annual Safeguarding London’s Children Conference will be held on 15th December 2006, at the Queen Elizabeth II Conference Centre.
4. Update from the Strategic Intelligence Group
The Committee welcomed progress on implementation of the Community Partnership Project (CPP) and the lead now being taken by boroughs in recruitment/secondment of  Community Partnership Adviser; consultants for the central support and research role were conducted by ALG, MPS and NHS members and, subject to ensuring a team approach by the Race Equality Unity, NCH and the Bridge, the contract will be let shortly.
Action: CC to bring CPP progress report to the July meeting. 
5. LCPC Workplan
The Committee approved the 2006-7 Workplan; and also noted and welcomed, the inclusion of sexual abuse of children and the Metropolitan Police Service Child Abuse Investigation Command (SCD5) contribution both to the London LSCBs and to the Committee itself for 2006-07. 

6. Government Guidance on Safeguarding Sexually Active children
The Committee welcomed the revised national guidance Working Together to Safeguard Children (2006) issued by the Department for Education and Skills relating to responding to child welfare concerns where there is or may be an alleged crime, and where there are allegations of harm arising from underage sexual activity.
The Committee agreed London Procedure be reworded in line with the new guidance.

Action: CC to redraft the London Procedure for approval at the July meeting.
7. Stop it Now! London Project
The Committee welcomed the work of Stop it Now! UK & Ireland and appointment of a London Co-ordinator to improve London’s response to safeguarding children from sexual abuse by supporting the boroughs to develop local Stop it Now! projects.

Action: CC to work with Stop It Now ! to achieve full collaboration and joint work in London and report to the July meeting.
8. London Child Protection Training
The Committee was pleased at the positive nature of the consultation feedback on Competence Matters. The Committee approved the appointment of a Training Officer as per the Training Officer Proposal.
Action: CC to progress the Training Officer Proposal.
9. Review of Police Contributions to Child Protection
The Committee agreed that the Metropolitan Police proposal to manage attendance by and information from police officers where this ensures London children are safeguarded effectively.
10. Child Death Screening Teams
PS presented information on child deaths in London and the Committee agreed that a London regional /sub-regional response is required for setting up Child Death Screening Teams. The Metropolitan Police is planning a series of stakeholder meetings to take this forward. The first meeting will be on 28th April 2006. 

Action: PS to report progress the October meeting.
