1. Executive Summary, Preface and Introduction 

· The Executive Summary is completely new. It attempts just to summarise the rest of London Child Protection Procedures version 3 (LCPPv3). The Executive Summary has been taken from Working Together to Safeguard Children, DfES 2006, wherever possible. Where the sub-section being summarised is either not described in Working Together or is not set out in WT in the same way, the LCPPv3 text is completely new (this approach applies throughout LCPPv3).
· The Preface is completely new.
· The Introduction is completely new. It describes the context for the LCPP, being, the Government agenda and activity over the past few years. Some of this has been taken from Working Together, the rest has come from Government documents pertaining to each initiative.
The Introduction contains a Glossary which has been taken from Working Together and then been added to, so quite a few of the definitions are completely new.
2. Roles & Responsibilities 

· The Roles & Responsibilities section is completely new. It has been taken from Working Together. A small amount of information from the London Child Protection Procedures version 2 (LCPPv2) has been retained where it pertained to London or covered an area which Working Together did not. The Youth Justice section was written with the help of the Youth Justice Board; and the Fire Setting section with the help of the London Fire service.

· The Information Sharing section is completely new. It has been taken from Working Together and has significant additions from recent Government documents relating to information sharing. The information about the legal framework for information sharing which was in LCPP2 has been moved to Appendix 5.
