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Female Genital Mutilation: Procedure Update and Proposal for a Conference
FGM Procedure 

In the autumn of 2006 the London Board and London Councils convened an expert group on FGM to provide advice and support in the development of a Supplementary Procedure on Safeguarding Children Abused through FGM.
The draft Procedure was launched for London-wide consultation at the London Board’s conference in December. FGM featured as one of the six seminars at the conference, and was very well attended.

The consultation ends on 16th February 2007. The comments received to date have been detailed and constructive. The FGM expert group will reconvene in late February to consider the feedback and finalise the Procedure. 
The final version will come to the Board’s April meeting for approval.

FGM Conference

The Board’s Strategic Intelligence Group is overseeing the work on the FGM Procedure. At its January meeting the Strategic Intelligence Group agreed a proposal that the London Board should host an FGM conference – to provide a platform for the launch of the final version of the FGM Procedure.
The FGM experts group will be able to identify contributors to the conference both from London’s communities and from professionals, where they have knowledge  and experience of FGM, skills in preventing it and expertise in supporting & treating girls and women who have been subjected FGM.
The conference is likely to take place in early June 2007.
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
