Stop it Now! UK & Ireland has approached the London Child Protection Committee to participate in a three year London-wide project to promote the protection, treatment and rehabilitation of children who have been sexually abused and the treatment and rehabilitation of those who have committed or are likely to commit, sexual offences against children.
Stop it Now! UK & Ireland has secured three year funding of £165,000 from the Bridge House Trust for a London Project Co-ordinator – to take a strategic approach in establishing local projects within the London boroughs. The Co-ordinator will be located with the LCPC Manager, line-managed by Stop it Now!’s National Director and employed by the Lucy Faithfull Foundation (the host organisation for Stop it Now! UK & Ireland).  (See Appendix 1 for details of the Lucy Faithfull Foundation – an acknowledged leader in the field of child sexual abuse)
Stop it Now! UK & Ireland 
Stop it Now! UK & Ireland’s (est. 2001) aim is to ensure that all adults are able to take responsibility for protecting children from sexual abuse as early as possible by receiving information which enables them to recognise the signs of abuse and understand how abusers behave. Stop it Now! achieves this through: 
· Supporting the development of  local projects
· Producing awareness raising and information materials
· Providing a National Helpline*
* The National Helpline  has been highly successful with 84% of calls coming from the target groups: people worried about their own behaviour and families and friends of actual and potential abusers
Stop it Now! is funded by the Home office, National Probation Service, DfES and the Youth Justice Board. The host organisation for Stop it Now! is the Lucy Faithfull Foundation, an acknowledged leader in the field of child sexual abuse.  (See Appendix 2 for Stop it Now! Timescale

In order for the London Project to commence by July 2006, the advertisement for the London Co-ordinator was circulated in The Guardian newspaper in late February, and interviews are scheduled for mid May. (See Appendix 3 for the Advertisement)

Appendix 1 

The Lucy Faithfull Foundation
Introduction

Named after its founder, Baroness Lucy Faithfull of Wolvercote, the Foundation is a child protection charity operating UK wide and specialising in safeguarding children from sexual abuse. 

Remit

The Lucy Faithfull Foundation achieves its aim by working with adults, children and young people who are at risk of, or have, committed sexual offences. Its remit is:

a) To promote the treatment, education, care and psychological rehabilitation of persons who have committed or are likely to commit sexual offences against children or young people.

b) To use our knowledge of sex offenders in order to promote the care and treatment of the victims of perpetrators of sexual abuse

c) To increase, through education, training and other means, a greater awareness in the professional and public community as to the nature, extent and probable causes of offending, the effects on victims and their families

d) To promote research into the most effective means of i) rehabilitating sex offenders and ii) working with the victims of sexual abuse and their families and wherever possible, evaluate and make available the findings of that research and evaluation

e) To develop a public health campaign entitled Stop it Now! UK & Ireland UK & Ireland to encourage all adults in our communities to take appropriate action to protect children from sexual abuse

Services

a) 
For Family Courts and child safeguarding agencies: 

· Integrated family and individual assessments and intervention. We use a team of specialists to work with all family members and recommend an appropriate way forward for each person whilst ensuring that the needs of the children are paramount. Cases are referred in which males and females, adults and adolescents have sexually abused or are suspected of abusing or presenting a risk to children. These include all aspects of child sexual abuse, including internet related abuse and abuse in the context of employment. 

· Case and management consultancy and training to professionals concerned about child sexual abuse. These include contracts with agencies concerned with young people who exhibit sexual behaviour problems. 

b)
For the Criminal Justice System:
· Individually tailored assessment and intervention programmes for young offender institutions 

· Consultancy and training regarding male offenders, especially high risk and complex family cases, for the National Probation Service 

· Assessment, intervention and consultancy for the Prison and Probation Services in relation to women offenders 

· Circles of Support and Accountability
