Draft programme briefing note
1.
Sexual Abuse Prevalence 
This presentation to look at the fact that reported csa has reduced. UK data is compared with USA, Jones & Finkelhor’s work is considered and finally some questions are posed the answers to which might throw light on the reduction in csa cases in UK.

2.
Sexually Coercive Adolescents & Disclosure of Sexual Abuse 
This presentation to report the findings about sexual behaviour in youth from a survey of 4,000+ 18 year olds:

· The respondents were divided into three groups – sexually coercive, non-sex conduct problem and controls and their needs/risks analysed; and

· The findings were that most young people disclose experience of sexual abuse talked to a friend or their mother.
3.
London Child Sexual Exploitation Preventative Education Programme & school responses to Sexually Harmful Behaviour 
This presentation to describe the planned roll out to all 32 London LSCB areas, over a 4 year period, of training for professionals on child sexual exploitation and direct work with groups of children in each area who are most at risk.

4.
Child sexual abuse prevention – whose responsibility is it? 
This presentation to consider the potential points of intervention for preventing or responding to child sexual abuse, and who is most likely to be in a position to take responsibility. The presentation provides an introduction to presentation 5.

5.
Training adults how to prevent Child Sexual Abuse 
This presentation starts with the fact that historically csa prevention programmes have focused on educating children how to resist overtures from adults, and describes a programme which refocuses the responsibility of prevention from children to adults.
6.
Dramatic performance
This is a ‘one-woman act’ and could present any aspect of csa not otherwise dealt with in the programme i.e. ICT-abuse, csa as a result of gang activity or trafficking or a specifically BME perspective.
