Action log update

The action log was updated.

Matters arising from the last meeting:

Completed actions from the last meeting noted and incomplete actions brought forward onto the log.
6.0
Outcome from network representation to London mental health trust chief executive group on September 12th 2008

CC and JP had presented the mapping of safeguarding arrangements in mental health trusts in London commissioned from SS. A paper ‘feedback’ was presented. Four work streams were identified. It was agreed that the network would initially progress work via two work groups around training and arrangements.

· Pan London child protection training toolkit for mental health services coordinated by EA and including CZ, MD, TH and PB. This will build on the work already done by the training subgroup and develop a standardised training package for mental health trusts across London.

· More detailed audit of safeguarding children arrangements in each trust coordinated by ST and including JP, JB and MW. This will review findings from the national mapping of arrangements in MH trusts. It will consider some of the issues discussed which were by no means exhaustive:

· Baseline audit of where each trust is now 

· Clarification of structures and roles for safeguarding children within mental health trusts that are transparent internally and externally for partners given that trusts relate to between three and seven LSCBs

· Reporting of single agency SCRs from mental health trusts  to LSCBs

· Supervision arrangements 

· Interface with designated roles

· Recommendations for arrangements, posts, roles and resources across different  mental health trust service profiles and sizes indicating minimum and desirable positions

CC will produce a project plan for this with timescales. 

The groups should have a draft ready for the January 15th 2009 meeting with proposals for what training and arrangements are recommended.

New CPA
Members are endeavouring to raise the awareness of the SCIE DH briefing on CPA and parents with mental health problems and their children and work to reflect this within CPA policies as they are reviewed.

RIO electronic patient records

Most London mental health trusts are using RIO. Discussion centred on how to ensure that prompts for considering and recording on safeguarding children in a mental health context is embedded within the system and linked through to risk assessment and impact of mental illness on children.

· attend RIO presentation JP  has arranged in E London on October 8th 

· forward scenarios and local systems to JP in advance of the meeting.

9.0
Update from London Board from London Board manager Christine Christie

NHS London has appointed a full time senior strategic safeguarding children lead who is Briony Ladbury. The network agreed to officially invite her to future meetings and work closely together. Action: SL and JP to invite.
GOL (Government Office for London) link with the network. Shirley Gounder is no longer the link. Christine Christie will continue as the link for now.

Arrangements between the London Board health subgroup and NHS London will be further clarified.
Data sets: There are 50 performance indicators for LSCBs. Fourteen LSCBs are piloting the data set that includes questions about parental mental health. Discussion points have included issues of freedom of information, validity and reliability of indicators and their value in informing local priorities. An October seminar on implementation and rollout is arranged.
Domestic violence: Six boroughs are piloting procedures. A training event on January 29th plans to work through scenarios using the procedures.

A significant number of involved families were from BME groups. The London Board is planning work to understand this further. Delay in seeking help for a range of reasons and stereo typing by services may be influential. Action: Future agenda item.
