SCR toolkit – Jo Green, Children’s Services Safeguarding Lead for GOL is leading on development of a SCR toolkit. 

Working together Chapter 8 consultation document should be available by the end of July; the final version is due to be published in September. Members felt that the network should contribute to the consultation; there are particular issues re confidentiality and consent for adult services which are not covered in the current guidance.

4. Network survey for chief execs group

Janette Shaw offered to support the network with this work. However, network Members are continuing with this work as it proved challenging to pick this up without an in-depth knowledge of the issues.
JP has been undertaking further development of the paper. Members felt that the following additions are needed to finalise the paper:

· When senior leads have responsibility for safeguarding children that element of the role must be clearly defined.

· Lead role for safeguarding children and safeguarding adults must be separate.

· PCT contracts need to set out the level of safeguarding resource required.

· All those with responsibility for safeguarding children must be part of the trusts safeguarding network and must be accountable to the named nurse/professional/ strategic lead for safeguarding children.
· Networks of leads within trusts must be coordinated and well supported

· Safeguarding children must be on local governance group agendas regularly and there must be reporting back to the safeguarding children committee.

· Model will be replaced with an organisational chart. This will give a basic outline of the structures required.

5. Training toolkit

JP has submitted detailed comments which are very helpful.

Suggestion that table includes the requirements of the intercollegiate document as well as an additional column on how these translate into mental health trusts.
Document needs to make recommendation as to:

· frequency of update required

· length of courses

· which groups of staff should attend each course/level

· need to include volunteers/temporary staff

· appropriate resource needed to deliver training

Needs to include annual briefings and how the uptake of briefings should be managed, i.e. via supervision/PDR

Need to include knowledge testing of individuals as well as suggestions regarding organisational level monitoring i.e. via audit.
