ID update.  We were approached by Substance Misuse workers from several boroughs for guidance for workers working with Service Users where parents who use substances have children.

Agreed to develop guidance where parents misuse with children’s on parental MH, and the CAF.  Will bring draft to this meeting.  Concern that some staff don’t know who to go to for advice when first aware SU have children.

Feedback on arrangements from committee members:
· SW London will be without a named doctor soon and unsure what will happen.

· SLAM.  Have a couple of vacant posts,  Named Nurse, Specialist directorate for adults, addiction and peri-natal and lead nurse for CAMHS specialist.
Network of champions has developed well with work of Emma and other Lead Nurses.  Will be a vacancy in Southwark.
Sue doing work in responding to allegations against staff; need a designated person in each borough.

Covers children of parents with MH problems and safeguarding.

Serious Case Reviews – Perinatal:
The characteristics of some of them, where the act is so sudden and unexpected.  Context is there but incident unexpected.  
Action: Members to look at these and provide examples of similar cases for next meeting.

AOB
Needle exchange for under 18’s:
There is one in Lewisham – and there is a draft trust protocol, that under 18’s need to be assessed for competency.  Soft drug use is dealt with in CAMH’s and hard in adult services.  Concern over safety issues generally for this small numbers of youngsters.
Action:
· ID will take this issue to contacts in substance misuse.

· Group Members to explore in their own areas.
