LSCB Readiness for ISA Implementation          
         Peter Swift, DCSF ISA Implementation Team gave a presentation on the progress towards October 2009 implementation.  The powerpoint presentation is available on the London Board’s Website within the Safe Work Force section
          Key Points: 

· The work of the Independent Safeguarding is complementary to employer’s safe recruitment procedures and processes – it will not, on its own, ensure unsuitable people are prevented from working with children and vulnerable adults

· The ISA register will confirm that there is no know reason why an individual should not work with these groups

· Definition of regulated activity introduced by the SVG Act will cover approx 10.5 million people and controlled activity approx .5 million

· Members of existing workforce will be phased into the scheme over 5-year period

· Full guidance will be issued early 2009

· Up-dates are posted on ISA website Independent Safeguard Authority - Home
· Scheme will go-live 12th October

· From January 2009 ISA will be taking decisions on referrals to the current barring scheme


Next Steps:

· The Safeguarding Advisors Network is continuing to work closely with the DCSF Implementation Team – queries arising from LADOs can be directed to JG

· Regional arrangements for LSCB readiness development will be facilitated by the Safeguarding Advisors
