Terms of reference

The sub-group acts on behalf of the London Board, working in partnership with London’s diverse communities and faith groups, Local Safeguarding Children Boards and statutory and non-statutory agencies to:

· Identify safeguarding children issues experienced by different communities and faith groups and the agencies which provide services for them; 
· Develop responses to deal with these safeguarding challenges, including the implementation of the recommendations of the Community Partnership Project.
The sub-group aims to achieve this by supporting the:

· Co-ordination of the development of good practice guidance on all aspects of safeguarding children across diverse faiths and cultures; 

· Promotion of good practice on all aspects of safeguarding children across diverse faiths and cultures;
· Development of information resources for the agencies which provide services for London’s diverse communities and faith groups;

· Mainstreaming into statutory services of the expertise needed for providing effective services for London's diverse communities and faith groups with particular reference to recently arrived communities.

Development and launch of pan-London procedures: 

· Safeguarding trafficked and exploited children – launched by the American Ambassador;
· Safeguarding children at risk of abuse through FGM – launched at the London Board’s FGM Conference;
· Safeguarding children missing from school – drafted in response to the ‘300 missing Black boys’ media highlight in summer 2005).
b) Promoting awareness and good practice in responding to FGM:

· Extraordinarily successful FGM Conference, June 2007

· London Schools FGM summer term campaign

· London FGM routine questionning pilots, work begun July 2007
c) Hosting a London LSCB network, supporting local initiatives for working with Black and minority ethnic communities and minority faith groups
d) Overseeing the Community Partnership Project
e) Facilitating investigation into allegations of abuse in YOI Feltham by London’s Somali community 

f) Focussing the London Board’s 2007 annual conference on safeguarding children issues for London’s different communities and faith groups

b) Supporting London responses to issues identified in the Review of London Serious Case Reviews.
c) Overseeing roll-out of the London FGM routine questionning pilots
