	Points of discussion


1. 
Welcome and Introductions
1.1
MS clarified that this was an opportunity to follow up on the introductory meeting of 21 October 2008 and to bring together the 5 Olympic LSCBs and relevant partner agencies to identify major challenges and how to tackle them. The Subgroup was uniquely placed to influence and inform the Olympic delivery agencies to ensure that safeguarding children is at the top of the agenda in preparing for 2012.
2.
Terms of Reference
2.1
It was agreed that the group would look at some of the operational challenges to safeguarding London’s children before, during and after the 2012 Games. Areas of particular focus should be ensuring effective inter-agency working and a good communications strategy, including awareness raising. MS to ensure links across to the London Board’s Culture and Faith and Child Trafficking Pilot Subgroups. 

2.2
The group proposed that it should become the safeguarding children reference group for City Operations for London 2012.
Action: AMP to follow up with City Ops.

Learning from previous Games and World Cups
4.1
Messages from recent Games and World Cups were highlighted, including a rise in prostitution during the Germany 2006 World Cup. Research on the Athens Olympics showed an increase in adult trafficking but no corresponding rise in child trafficking. Training for judges, an awareness raising campaign and information leaflets were some of the preventative initiatives successfully rolled out for Athens.

MS mentioned a number of other initiatives including:
·      London Board anti-trafficking toolkit – www.londonscb.gov.uk 

·      Short awareness raising films shown onboard airlines travelling to major sporting events – e.g. Air France had shown a 5 minute film highlighting the issue of child sex tourism on flights to the Far East.

Action: MS to seek advice from Manchester on lessons from Commonwealth Games 2002.
Action: MS to circulate research from previous World Cups and Games to the Subgroup.

Roundtable updates
5.1
The following issues and concerns were raised:
· Vetting & Barring: need for CRB checks, e.g. for Host City Volunteers providing information to visitors around London and at key transport hubs. Significant cost implications.
· Challenge of building prevention into licensing of Olympic and associated events. 
· Sexual exploitation – reports of young people working in brothels. 
· Runaways – missing from care. Involvement in gangs and corresponding issues around rape, sexual exploitation and drugs.
· Olympic accreditation – 
· Forced Begging 
· An increase in availability of cheaper flights and to a wider range of ports was increasing risk of child trafficking.
5.2
AMP reported that a visitor profile was being developed for 2012. The example was cited of day/ weekend visitors from western/ northern Europe. Many would have made arrangements independently, e.g. tickets/ travel and so would not otherwise have been factored into planning as a high risk group in relation to children’s safeguarding.
6.
Next steps
6.1
Subgroup to reconvene with representation from the key figures in the agencies listed above.
6.2 Communications: The group suggested that a useful piece of awareness raising could be aimed at preventing young people themselves from fearing prosecution when informing the authorities that they had been trafficked/ exploited.
6.3 Messages should be targeted at a particular demographic, e.g. Poppy Project leaflets in Mandarin for Chinese community in Ipswich. Multi-lingual leaflets outlining the law, cultural issues, etc. should be produced.
6.4 2012 could be known as the ‘Safe’ Games. AMP suggest that this would be a good time to produce some information (available electronically) in tandem with City Ops. AMP also mentioned the London Councils’ City Ops Coordinators Group, which included safeguarding issues within its remit. 
6.5 YE suggested that the 5 host LSCBs should meet with their respective borough Olympic Teams and bring back information to update the Subgroup at the next meeting.
6.6 SF highlighted the importance of CAITs linking with local teams. Police leave had been blocked for the duration of the Games (27 July - 11 Sept 2012 including Paralympics).

Action: AMP to brief Coordinators Group on the brief of the London Board Olympic Subgroup and bring back dates of future meetings so that the Subgroup can feed in information.

Action: The 5 host LSCBs should meet with their respective borough Olympic Teams and bring back information to update the Subgroup at the next meeting.
