Safeguarding Children Educated at Home



* If any agency comes into contact with a child and

   has child protection concerns they should consult

   with their line manager and refer to Children’s 

   Social Care immediately.   

Parent elects to home educate





School or agency aware of the child notifies the Education Welfare Service (EWS)





EWS notifies the CAF team with in 10 days 





CAF team assesses the child’s needs are being met





CAF team assesses the child’s needs are not being met





Learning Support Team to monitor the education arrangements for the child and include the children in these discussions





CAF team will convene a meeting to plan how to address the child’s needs in line with S17 of the Children’s Act 1989





If the concerns remain send a referral to Children’s Social Care (CSC)





If the parent(s) are co-operative CSC may commence an Initial Assessment  (IA) under the Framework for the Assessment for Children in Need





If the parent(s) do not co-operate with the IA or there are previous concerns CSC will consider whether the threshold for Child Protection had been met.  
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
