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Three important items.

1. The cross government strategy on safeguarding children and young people has been cleared by ministers and will be published for consultation next month (see ECM web site) – www.everychildmatters.gov.uk 
2. "Working together to safeguard children who may have been trafficked" is to be released for consultation (target date Week commencing 9th July).  Home Office is leading but DfES will be asking GOs to host focus groups of practitioners to ensure we have it right.  It will be published on both ECM and Home Office web sites and has a section on schools responsibilities, identification of victims etc. The guidance is based on the London Child Protection model from 2002 but much updated.

3. The NSPCC help and advice line for professionals encountering children who that think may have been trafficked will become operational.

Both the trafficking items are contained in the UK Action Plan on Human Trafficking published on March 23rd this year.
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
