7 of the 10 London Mental Health Trusts were represented.

Welcome and Introductions

Andrew Turnbull of CSIP welcomed the group to Skipton House and everyone introduced themselves.

Andrew explained the reason he was here today and how CSIP could support the network in the future. Care Services Improvement Partnership (CSIP) is commissioned by the Department of Health to focus on outcomes. Adult mental health has been a major focus, this year the focus is on children’s services with four key themes:

1. Safeguarding children

2. Commissioning of children’s services

3. CAMHS

4. NSF for children, young people and maternity services implementation

As part of this work, CSIP are offering to support this London Network if we wish it with a venue for regular meetings and support and facilitation around specific issues.

A second national conference is also planned for designated and named professionals on 12th February 2007. Feedback from the group was that the first one last year did not seem relevant for mental health so some of this group did not attend. One person did attend and believed she was the only mental health services rep there. Someone else pointed out the event is at half term which prevents those with childcare responsibilities from attending. Andrew said he would take this back to the organisers and see how we can influence the agenda. 

Proposal for a National Network of Mental Health Named Professionals

Jan Pearson spoke briefly about the related proposal for a national network financed and supported by CSIP with a proposal for the network to sit with the Parental Mental Health and Child Welfare Network hosted by Social Care Institute for Excellence (SCIE). Andrew Turnbull will be meeting with Clare Mahoney from another region of CSIP to ensure there are relevant connections between London and National.

The group queried the heading – was the network only for adult mental health or mental health trusts. Jan said she would feed that back to Clare.

The group agreed at the end of the meeting that Jan could send their contact details to Clare so as to be kept informed of developments.

Andrew had a prior commitment so left the meeting at this point.

Notes of First Network Meeting held in December 2005

Sue Lewis from SLAM hosted the first meeting last year and explained that the proposed workplan had been drafted at that meeting. It was agreed the workplan should be refreshed.

Issues from Trusts

Most were picked up through the discussions about the London Child Protection Procedures but concerns were expressed about:

· Named professionals in mental health services having very different roles to named nurses in PCTs

· Level of resource allocated to safeguarding children posts in Trusts

· Adult protection being added onto child protection diluting already diluted roles

· Influence on adult psychiatrists of named doctors who work in CAMHS 

· Should Lead Directors be here?

London Child Protection Procedures Consultation

Christine Christie, London Safeguarding Board Manager explained there is a one month consultation period for drafting the 3rd edition of the London Procedures and would welcome comments and input from this group. She highlighted that the Procedures are quoted in cases of suing so wording is important.

The procedures will be launched electronically at the annual conference in December 2006. They will be printed in January 2007. Parts of the draft procedures are coming out next week so if we have any urgent comments to send them to Christine asap.

Christine gave out copies of the contents as well as copies of sections pertinent to mental health services. There was a wide-ranging discussion and Christine took notes to incorporate into the new procedures.

Issues included:

· Role of Named Professionals in Mental Health Trusts

· Referrals to Children’s Social Care Services

· 16/17 year olds

· Supervision

· LSCB development workers

Actions

1. It was agreed that the Network wished to take Andrew up on his offer to facilitate the Network for the next 18 months.  Date suggested for next meeting - Friday 2nd March 2007 9.30 – 2.00. Same arrangements as today. Jan will ask Andrew if he can provide a room here or elsewhere.

2. Jan agreed to update the workplan and to draft and circulate an issues paper with a view to them being presented to the London Group of Mental Health Trust Chief Executives. Christine has been invited back to feed back on the progress of this Network.

3. Jan will finalise the Contacts List and will email the final version to members. 

4. All to feedback comments on the London Child Protection Procedures to Christine Christie by 2nd November.
