1. 
Welcome and Introductions
2.
Finalised dataset – the meeting noted some minor points:

· Figures will be ‘ per 10,000 ’ in order to facilitate comparison across LSCB areas
· The word ‘service’ duplicates  the ‘s’ in CAMHS
· For SG 50 & 51 there will need to be a note to remind data collectors not to double-count children who have been to A&E and then go to CAMHS
· For SG7 the correct code is KIGS CH141
There was discussion about PIs which have been removed (e.g. ‘drug-enabled crime’ data). The next opportunity to consider whether the Dataset collects the correct information will be when we consider the populated versions and whether there are gaps in what the information tells us. 

This finalised Dataset will be posted on the London Board website.

Pilot LSCBs – there are 12 pilot LSCBs, with several LSCBs who are not in a position to participate, supporting the project (see the pilot borough list).
4. Guidance document – the Guidance document will provide a description of the definition of each PI and the challenges and solutions locally in populating the Dataset with each PI.

The Guidance will also describe a model structure: LSCB sub-group, and terms of reference which pilot LSCBs have found most useful for supporting local implementation of the Dataset.

5. Timeline – The meeting set the deadline for submission by each LSCB of their populated Dataset for 31st June 2009. 
This deadline date allows LSCBs to collate and verify the nationally required data which is also needed to populate the Dataset.

Populating the Dataset

The period between now and May/June will be used by the pilot LSCBs to build the impetus (support, structures, multi-agency relationships and systems) needed to populate the Dataset, and to populate it. For example, with a LSCB performance management sub-group in place, the different agency representatives are best placed to take responsibility for sourcing and providing their agency’s data.
