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CHILD PROTECTION CONFERENCES AND MEETINGS

This applies to:

· Child Protection Initial and Review Conferences 

· Child Protection Pre-Birth Conferences

· Professionals/Strategy Meetings

· Core Group Meetings

If you are invited to a Child Protection Conference you MUST:

· Inform a member of the Safeguarding Children Team, preferably by email and fax, giving date, time and venue of conference AND name, date of birth and address of child and patient

· Prepare a typed report including your assessment of risk using the Trust Child Protection Conference Report Pro-forma
· Send report to the conference chair/administrator if enough notice and a copy to Safeguarding Children Team

· Share contents of your report with your patient in advance as he/she will be invited to the conference

· Attend conference and take enough copies of your report or if unable to attend brief a colleague to attend in your place
· At the conference, verbally present your report

· When asked by the Chair, express a view about whether the child should be subject to a Child Protection Plan
