The GP referral letter sometimes identifies women with FGM, if 
this is the case, send information leaflet with appt letter. 
Otherwise identify women at risk at booking appt.

Physical examination by 
competent practitioner 
 (Midwife or Doctor) 

Type III infibulation identified or 
extensive Type II  

Clear documentation 

No FGM – No further action 

Clear documentation in 
case notes 

Type I or II FGM identified – no further 
action  

Deinfibulation offered and 
Woman informed of legal 
implications of FGM in the UK 

Deinfibulation accepted 
Appointment booked and 
procedure performed by 
competent practitioner 
Preferably before 24 
weeks gestation 
Follow-up appointment 
offered in ANC 1 week 

Deinfibulation declined 
antenataly 

Reversal recommended in 
1st stage labour 
Follow-up appointment 
offered at AAWWC 2 
weeks 

Follow-up appointment offered. 
Health Visitor and GP informed.
